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Quantity, speed and efficiency. Our perceptions seem to have been
overwhelmed by these characteristics that deeply permeate the urban
environment. However, when we realize that these perceptions have been
formed through a process of discovery and selection, we become able to
recompose them with our own efforts.

It is the method for doing so that is the problem. First, let us question what
has been taken for granted, and look beneath this. Let us disturb the
synchronization of the system and accept it as one possible image of our
world. Intuitively connecting those elements that seemingly have no
relationship to each other, and carefully looking at what has been neglected in
ordinary life, let us give shape to the latter. Trusting our physical senses, let
us try to pick out cracks or loopholes, and run through them. We must not

let ourselves be misled by technology, even though it can be used as an aid.

In this exhibition, each artist unfolds his/her own attempt based on his/her
own technigques and viewpoint on the subject of "urban environments".
Although they may seem fragmentary, an accumulation of trials such as these
should function as a step for forming perception in the future.
