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James Lynch has been engaged in diverse creative
work.in such varied fields as drawing, installation
collaboration, painting and animation. In recent years,
Lynch has been using the question: how much humans
can remember and how much we can forget about the
past, as a cornerstone for his artistic work. The results
are animated films made from scenes of people’s
earliest memories and those in which the artist himself
appears in his friends’ and acquaintances’ dreams. In
this exhibition, Lynch presents an animation based on
experiences of his late father serving as a soldier in
WWII, "Over 50 years later, reconciliation with the past
is an important issue [...] in contemporary culture,”
claims the artist, and with his latest work encourages
viewers to take a closer look at the relationship

between time and a human being’s memory.
