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Present day Tokyo is in need
of more occasions to see
Japanese young contemporary
artists’ works on a regular
basis. This is why we decided

to present young Japanese
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artists’works from the
Satoshi Okada Collection
i in a permanent exhibition
at Tokyo Wonder Site Hongo for
about half a year. The Okada
Collection encompasses a huge
number of works representing
a young generation of Japanese
artists, each selected from an
individual perspective at a time when the
respective artist was still unknown. The collection
can be considered as an attempt to explore the
depth of the human mind with all its irrationalities.
Also in terms of reflecting and communicating the
wealth of different sensibilities that emerged out of
the environment of metropolitan Tokyo, these works
appeal to the viewer as parts of an exhibition that
exceeds the framework of a private collection.The
theme of this second room on our magical museum
tour is “Design and Soul”. The concept is inspired
by an essay by Genpei Akasegawa, in which he
wrote the following: “There used to be a Japanese
word for art — ‘geijutsu’. However, the adoption of
the English term 'art' has eventually arrived at the
conclusion that this new name is referring to an
essence of art that is in fact nothing but design. The
idea became commonly accepted, to the extent
that the term 'geijutsu’ nowadays seems like the
more bizarre expression. Geijutsu, the grandfather
of art in Japan, exists now only in theory, and as a
shapeless phantom it keeps haunting our minds."
Much more than just a visual demonstration of
what Akasegawa is talking about, this exhibition
introduces three artists who have been attempting
in their works to give shape (=soul) to that
“phantom” by thoroughly incorporating elements
of design in their discussion of
art (or vice versa) and where
it might to go from here.
This series will continue for
another year, with permanent
displays focusing on aspects
of Japanese contemporary
art, and various events that
will provide occasions for
encounter and exchange.
