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For this time's exhibition we selected Mamoru Tsukada,
Satoshi Ohno, and Masaya Chiba, three highly talented young
artists who have been attracting attention in recent years. For
Mamoru Tsukada, this exhibition marks the artist's first show
since 2006's celebrated "SPECTER”, in which he created double
meanings and images by showing at once the front and back
sides of masks. Here he will introduce new works finished after
returning from a residency in India. Satoshi Ohno will present
“prism violet®, which was received extremely well at New York'
s Armory Show in 2007, as well as a number of new paintings,
drawings and installations. Masaya Chiba will unveil his
18-piece series “Yumei na ki no hanashi" (famous tree stories)
and other new works created exclusively for this occasion, as
well as his “Every Monday Night” series of drawings he has
been doing — you guess it — every Monday night. Although this
exhibition is part of TWS' “TEAM" series, we chose to give it the
separate title “ritual". This term usually refers to religious rituals,
but we did not choose it because these three artists’ works
have particularly religious or ritualistic qualities. The idea behind
this title is rooted in the aspect of profoundness the viewer can
sense in the layers of rich and multitiered images these three
artists let emerge out of empty holes of esoteric insubstantiality
in our predictable daily life — sceneries as we would probably
see them while traveling from this life to the hereafter and
back. The “ritual” is an elemental process in the experience of
the invisible. It is not a matter of form, but something we have
to undergo in order to encounter gods, ancestors, and other
existences we cannot see. From the moment these thoughts
flashed across my mind, I've been feeling the desire to see and
exhibition in which the worlds of these three artists intermingle.
